Candidates requiring Visa sponsorship are welcome to apply for the post.  We will follow the same recruitment process as we would for other candidates applying for the post.  However, if you were successful we would need to consider whether DWT has the resources to act as a sponsoring organisation and the legal basis for offering you employment in line with immigration law.  Please note the question regarding work permits in the application form and respond appropriately. 

Interviews

There will be a two stage interview process for this post, with first interviews being held on Thursday 6 March and second interviews on Tuesday 11 March.  It is hoped that the successful candidate will be able to take up the post on Monday 28 April.

The interview panel is normally made up of two or three people.  The purpose of the interview is to allow us to ask questions to expand on the information which you have provided on your application form so that we can make a judgement on the extent to which you meet, or exceed, the selection criteria for the post.  We aim to do this objectively and fairly and the questions we ask will be specifically aimed to test the selection criteria. 

In order to provide us with as much information as possible about each candidate’s abilities we may ask you to carry out a job related selection exercise.  You may be asked to prepare this beforehand, in which case we will send you details prior to the interview date or to carry out the exercise on the interview day.  

If selected for interview you will be required to present documentary evidence to confirm qualifications identified in your application.  
We regret that, for financial reasons, we are unable to respond to all applicants individually.  If you have not heard from us by Friday 28 February, please assume that we will not be calling you for interview.
