The postholder will be expected to spend a minimum of 40% of their time at a DWT workplace.  These arrangements will be kept under review and may result in a change to the contractual location of the post.

· Salary is £37,579pa on Grade Team Leader of DWT's salary scale.  

· Working hours are 37.5 hours a week, flexitime, the parameters of which are Monday – Friday flexible bands 0700-1000 and 1500-2000, core time 1000-1200 and 1400-1500, a minimum of 30 minutes lunch break.
